In an effort to educate local residents about the health concerns that may be associated with such a development, the Save the Montebello Hills Task Force hosted a screening of "Split Estate” and panel discussion with local oil activists.

"Split Estate" tells the story of a growing number of people experiencing serious health effects associated with oil and gas drilling practices. Focusing on communities in Colorado, this documentary details the true costs and long term consequences to local residents who live with active oil operations.
