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Save Our Montebello Hills

Montebello Hills Fact Sheet:

· The Montebello Hills have been the site of historical and ecological events and resources.

· Prior to recorded history, there is evidence that the Hills were home to roving bands of native people of the now named Tongva and Gabrileno tribes.

· One the slope of the same hills, the first permanent residence of what is now the City of Montebello was built in 1885.  It is now preserved and protected by the Montebello Historical Society as the Sanchez Adobe.

· Our hills were under an inland ocean.

· The upheaval, millions of years ago, left pockets of oil which were discovered in the early years of the twentieth century.

· The natural character of the hills was changed drastically by the use of the Chevron Land Company.

· In the late 1970’s and early 80’s, the western portion of the Hills was sold and then the City Council made only feeble attempts to stop densely packed housing tracts despite repeated community requests to save some more open space.

· The presence of the endangered California Gnatcatcher has made it necessary at the behest of the Federal Fish and Wildlife Department, to designate approximately two hundred acres, less than half, as habitat/open space.

· Besides the endangered California Gnatcatcher, there are Red Tailed Hawks, Coyotes, Raccoons, Shrikes, Cottontail Rabbits, Quail and many reptiles and remnants of the Coastal Sage Scrub Habitat such as Oaks, Toyon, Sage, and Buckwheat.

· Montebello Hills face threat of development from housing and commerce.
