DRIVING ROUTE 1





From the intersection of I-210 and Angeles Crest Highway (Hwy. 2), drive north on Angeles Crest Highway 9.5 miles to Angeles Forest Highway. Turn left (north).


Go 9.4 miles to the entrance to Monte Cristo campground on the right. Turn right and then immediately left onto a dirt road.


Go about 1.6 miles to a fork near the Black Cargo Mine. Turn right.


Continue on this road to a point just below the ridge and just northwest of the summit. Park where convenient. Parking space is limited.
