DRIVING ROUTE 1





From the intersection of I-210 and Angeles Crest Highway (SR 2), drive north on Angeles Crest Highway 9.5 miles to Angeles Forest Highway (County Road N3). Turn left (north).


Go 14.2 miles to Mill Creek Summit.


Continue on the Angeles Forest Highway about 4.3 miles to where the road crosses a low saddle. Park at the large graveled parking area on the right (east) side of the road.






































HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area (4100'), hike up the dirt track that goes around the north end of the bank on the east side of the parking area. The track begins in the gully on the east side of the parking area and slightly below it. 


Follow it 100 feet to its end, then follow a use trail that starts here, crosses the canyon bottom, and then goes to the left up the northeast side of the canyon. 


Follow the trail to the top of the ridge, then turn right (south) and follow the ridge up to a firebreak, down into a saddle (4640'+) and up a steep slope to elev. 5000'+, then south along the ridge to the summit.

DRIVING ROUTE 2

Go about 5.0 miles to the Kentucky Springs Canyon Road. Turn right (east).
