DRIVING ROUTE 1





Take I-210 to the Indian Hill Blvd. Exit in Claremont.


Go north on Indian Hill for 2 miles to Foothill Blvd. Turn right (east).


Go 1.0 miles to Mills Avenue. Turn left (north).


Go 2.0 miles to the Mt. Baldy Road. Turn right (east). Note your odometer and go as follows:


At 8.0 miles pass through Mt. Baldy Village.


At 12.0 miles, intersection with San Antonio Falls Road on the left (gated). Park here.





HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area (6160'), Pass the gate and hike up the road to Baldy Notch at the top of the ski lift. Turn left (northwest) and follow a road up a ridge to where it becomes a trail. Follow this trail up the Devils Backbone to about 9200' where the trail begins to pass Mount Harwood on the left (south) side. Leave the trail here on the right and go cross country up the slope to the summit.

Do not hike up the slope beneath the ski lift. This is not legal. The Devils Backbone trail ca be dangerous in winter months.
