DRIVING ROUTE 1





Drive east on I-10 to I-215.


Drive north on I-215 to Hwy. 30.


Drive east on Hwy. 30 to Hwy. 330.


Drive north on Hwy. 330 to Hwy. 18 at the town of Running Springs.


Drive east on Hwy. 18 to the dam at Big Bear Lake. Turn left on Hwy. 38.


Drive on Hwy. 38 to Fawnskin. Turn left (northwest) on 3N14.


Note your odometer and go as follows:


At 1.3 miles, fork with 2N13 to the left and 3N14 to the right. Go right.


At 1.8 miles, fork with Holcomb Valley Road, 3N12, to the right. 


At 2.4 miles, fork. This is the turn-off point for Little Bear Peak. Go right on 3N12.


At 3.6 miles, park at the cleared area at a saddle where the Pacific Crest Trail crosses the road.





HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area (7800'), hike south up the slope opposite the parking area, bearing to the left on an old cat track. Follow this about ¼ mile to where it crosses a ridge. Turn to the right up the ridge and go about 150 yards to another cat track. Follow this cat track straight up the slope to the summit.
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OTHER ROUTES


From the same parking area, go left on the PCT about 1/3 mile to where a jeep road goes uphill to the right. Follow the jeep road to the summit.
