DRIVING ROUTE 1





Take I-10 east past San Bernardino to the Orange Street exit (Hwy. 38).


Go north (left) ½ mile to Lugonia Avenue.  Turn right on Hwy. 38 (east).


Continue east on Hwy. 38 about 33 miles to 1N02, the road to Heart Bar Campground, on the right. Keep Straight.


Continue 6.0 miles farther to Onyx Summit (8443'). Turn right on a dirt road.


Turn left at an immediate fork, and continue  2.0 miles to a fork. Park here.
