DRIVING ROUTE 1





Go south on I-215 to the Ramona Expressway. Turn left (east).


Go east and then southeast on the Ramona Expressway until it ends at Hwy 74. Turn left (east).


Go east on Hwy. 74 to Mountain Center.


Continue east on Hwy. 74 for 5.2 miles to a dirt road (6S13) on the right just past Lake Hemet. Turn right. Note your odometer and go as follows:


At 4.5 miles, fork with a sign "Thomas Mtn 3, Rouse Hill 7". This is the turn-off point for Rouse Hill. Keep Left.


At 7.4 miles, fork at a campground. Turn right.


At 7.8 miles, park by a concrete foundation.
