DRIVING ROUTE 1





Go south on I-215 to the Ramona Expressway. Turn left (east).


Go east and then southeast on the Ramona Expressway until it ends at Hwy 74. Turn left (east).


Go east on Hwy. 74 to Mountain Center.


Continue east on Hwy. 74 for 12.5 miles to the intersection with Hwy. 371. Keep straight.


Continue 1.4 miles farther to Santa Rosa Summit. Park near a steel gate on the right (south). This is about 100' west of a sign "Bull Canyon" on the north side of the road.








HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area (4915'), go south through the gate and follow a dirt road toward Lookout Mountain. After about 500', find a faint road fork to the right (west). Follow this road fork to where it disappears in the brush. From here a firebreak is visible where it comes down a ridge from the south to the flat. Follow this firebreak up over a shallow bump to where it forks on the main ridge, then turn left (east) and continue up the firebreak to the summit.
