DRIVING ROUTE 1





Take I-15 south to Temecula. 


Go east on Hwy. 79 about 37 miles past Aguanga to Warner Springs.


From the service station in Warner Springs, drive 0.3 mile south on Hwy. 79 to Camino San Ignacio on the left (east),with sign "Los Coyotes Reservation". Turn left on this paved road. Note your odometer and go as follows.


At 0.6 mile, fork. Go right.


At 5.0 miles, stop at a shack with a stop sign. The Los Coyotes requires an entrance fee to enter their land.


At 5.1, fork. Turn left (north) on a dirt road signed, "Hot Springs LO 7". The dirt road passes a square stone water tank and goes uphill.


At 5.2 miles, fork. Go right through a gate.


At 13.0 miles, an abandoned fire lookout. Park here.








HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area, walk east on a faint trail ¼ mile to the summit, which has a large rock and a concrete platform. The register is just west of this rock.
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SPECIAL CONDITIONS


The summit is within the Los Coyotes Indian Reservation.  You need to call ahead to make sure the gate and road is open.  There is a fee to enter the reservation.


Gate usually opens on Friday's at 10 am, no one permitted on Sundays after 1 pm
