DRIVING ROUTE 1





Take I-15 south to Temecula.


Go southeast on Hwy 79 to Warner Springs.


Continue 3 miles on Hwy. 79 to the intersection with Hwy. S2 on the left. Turn left.


Go southeast on Hwy S2 about 17 miles to Hwy. 78 (Scissors Crossing).


Jog 1/3 mile west on Hwy 78 (right) and continue on Hwy. S2 for 9.8 miles to Vallecito Wash on the right (west). Here there is a sign “Oriflamme Canyon”. Turn right.


Go ¼ mile to a fork. Go right.


Go 1.8 miles to another fork. Go right.


Go ¼ mile to where a jeep track appears to the right (north). Park near here. 4WD vehicles can go slightly farther.








HIKING ROUTE 1





From the parking area (2600'), hike up the jeep road to abandoned mine workings at 3500'. Continue northeast to the top of a ridge come southeast down from the peak. Ascend this ridge to the summit ridge. Turn right and follow the summit ridge northeast over an intermediate bump to the summit.

DRIVING ROUTE 2





From Scissors Crossing, drive on Hwy. S2 for 3.4 miles to Great Sandy Street. Turn right.


Drive west on this street for 0.6 miles to Grubstake Street. 


Drive 0.1 miles to Last Chance Street.


Drive 0.2 miles to a turn-around at the end. Park here.








HIKING ROUTE 2





At the right side of the parking area (2600'), there is a road with a sign “El Rancho de me Nana Cuca”. Go up this road past a small house and continue west-southwest past a fence into a wash. Go southwest up the wash about a mile. At 3200' a secondary wash comes in from the right (west). Follow it up the side of the main canyon and up to a ridge at 4262'. Then turn southwest up the ridge to the summit.
